Approval and Binding Instructions Form 

Students in HNR 499 are required to submit the following items to the John Wesley Honors College by the Wednesday before finals week to complete their Honors Scholarship Projects:

1- One (1) completed copy of the first page of this form.
2- Two (2) completed copies of the second page of this form (the Honors Scholarship Project Approval Form), printed on 25% rag-bond paper. Please type all information on this second form with the exception of signatures.
3- Two (2) copies of their Honors Scholarship Projects, printed on 25% rag-bond paper. Be sure to review the formatting guidelines given on page 3. It is highly suggested that students work with IWU’s Print Shop when printing their projects. 
4- One (1) copy of the Honors Scholarship Project Final Assessment Rubric, completed by faculty mentor(s) (available at http://www.indwes.edu/Academics/JWHC/Honors-Scholarship-Project/).
5- An electronic copy of the Honors Scholarship Project. Please email a PDF to honors.office@indwes.edu.

The Honors Scholarship Project Approval Form, which records satisfactory completion of the project, will be bound with each student’s Honors Scholarship Project. Multiple projects will be bound together in volumes representing the academic year. One copy will be kept in Jackson Library and one in the Honors College as a resource for students and faculty. Students may also purchase additional personal copies. Electronic copies may be made available on the JWHC website or in other locations.

Students taking HNR 499 for 1 credit must also submit a copy of either:
1- The article submitted for publication. Include the name of the research journal and details (if known) about when the article will be published.
2- The presentation abstract submitted to an off-campus conference. Include the name of the conference, its dates, and its location.

Formatting Guidelines

Honors Scholarship Projects submitted for binding must include the following items:

1- A title page with the project’s title, the student’s name, and the date of submission.

2- On a second page immediately following the title page, an abstract of 250 words or less summarizing the project. The abstract page should include the project title at the top and the subheading “Abstract” followed by double-spaced text. See below for examples.

3- The body of the paper, formatted according to the style guidelines of your discipline (MLA, APA, Chicago, etc.).

In addition, the paper should be formatted as follows:

1- Left hand margin should be 1.5 inches.
2- All other margins should be 1 inch.
3- 12-point font in Times New Roman
4- Double-spacing throughout the entire paper
