Once you arrive on campus, you will start the process of 
dropping and/or adding a class by speaking with your 
advisor.  He or she will assist you in making the change online.

INFORMATION RELEASE
The Family Educational Rights and 
Privacy Act (FERPA) protects the 
privacy of students’ education records 
once they reach the age of 18 or attend 
a postsecondary institution. This 
law protects the rights of students 
to review their own records and to 
challenge any content of the record.

To grant someone else access to your 
records, simply fill out the information 
release located in self-service.
